Advanced Pathwork Studies Teacher Training
This two-year program will take place on 4 three-day weekends at Sevenoaks Pathwork Center. 
Each three-day training will focus on deepening conceptually and experientially into the wisdom central to 
the Pathwork. Students will learn skills, methods, and practices and will apply them to their personal process. 
This program is the prerequisite for Helper Training and will qualify you to teach basic Pathwork concepts. 
It will also help you deepen into the wisdom and practice of the Pathwork teachings as applied to your life 
goals, whether you are entering other advanced Pathwork training or in your life’s work.

Prerequisite and Requirements
Completion of three years in the Pathwork Transformation Program in any Pathwork region,  and an 
application process are required to enter Advanced Pathwork Studies. Students are required to be actively 
working with a Pathwork Helper for the duration of this program.

Dates for Year Two 2008
Spring: May 15-18, 2008; Summer: July 24-27, 2008; Fall: September 18-21, 2008; 
Winter: December 18-21, 2008. All weekends begin Thursday at 8 p.m. and end Sunday at 2 p.m.

Tuition
$3,000 includes all trainings, room and board. The deposit of $500 and contract are due on April 22, 2008.
The first payment of $1,250 due on May 12, 2008, and the second payment of $1,250 is due on August 25, 
2008. 

Teachers
The principal teachers for the program will be Tom and Wendy Hubbard, Helpers in the Mid-Atlantic Region.
They have been practicing Pathwork since 1992 and teaching, leading groups, and offering individual sessions 
for six years.  They have been married for 27 years and they atttribute the tools and healing of the Pathwork 
process for keeping their marriage rich and vibrant. In addition to their Pathwork teaching locally and inter-
nationally, they founded and manage a successful technology company. Tom and Wendy plan to enrich the 
program this year by bringing in other gifted Helpers.
